Geography is a fascinat ing subject  concerned with the wor ld around us and enables us to 
increase our  understanding of it .  Over flowing cit ies, declin ing services in the countryside, 
floods, volcanoes and ear thquakes are all par t  of geography and regu lar ly in the news. 
 

In  the Sixth Form at  Br igidine, Geography is taught by specialist  teachers.  An act ive 
approach to learning is encouraged, with a place for  the student ’s own research.  The 
themes covered are both topical and var ied.  Aspects of physical, human and 
environmental geography are invest igated. 
 

There will be visits to conferences and exhibit ions where these are appropr iate.  Local and 
resident ial fieldwork  is undertaken.  The recommended texts are up-to-date, some having 
been wr it ten specifically for  the examinat ions which the students will take.
